The All Inclusive Sunsational Summer Program at Rock Prairie 

Montessori School is an option available to you and your child.  This 

program offers your child attendance in school from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 

p.m. In addition, it includes enrollment in all 6 morning sessions of 

either our Young child camp or our Children’s House camp.    
 

After your child has enjoyed their morning camp activities, our 

professional staff will gather all the children for a leisurely lunch.
